e 2"year of King Darius in the 8" month

e Xerxes (486-465 B.C.)

Malachi
e The temple had already been rebuilt and sacrifice reinstituted. (1:7, 10; 3:1)
e Persian governor was in authority at that time.
e Could not have been during either of Nehemiah’s governorships (445 and 433)

e The sins which Malachi denounces are the same of those Nehemiah had to correct during
his second term.

e Probably around 425 -420.
